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LIMERICK POEMS
Five line poem
Usually funny
Follows the rhythm pattern of “Hickory-Dickory-Dock”
Usually begins with “There once was...”
AABBA rhyme scheme

Example: 
	There once was a guy named Bruce
	His favourite food was moose
	He had a guitar
	And thought he’d go far
	But he was stuck with too big a caboose



HAIKU POEMS
Originated in Japan
Subject is about nature
Do not rhyme
Syllable pattern is 5 / 7 / 5

Example: 
	It is snowing out (5 syllables)
	We are all freezing outside (7 syllables)
	Don’t eat yellow snow (5 syllables)



TANKA POEMS
Originated in Japan					Lining up to shoot
Subject of poem is a moment in time			Keeping my eyes on the puck
Do not rhyme					Wind up for the shot
Syllable pattern is 5 / 7 / 5 / 7 / 7			Goalie stares at me
							And I make the goal
